Mode of Action
Devenir has a mode of action that controls aphids and whiteflies by stopping their feeding activity. 
These insects stop feeding within hours, but remain on the plant for a short time (2 - 4 days). 
Devenir has residual activity in the plant after spraying.

Suitability for Integrated Pest Management Programs
Devenir is suitable for Integrated Pest Management (IPM) programs as it has low toxicity to 
beneficial insect (including honeybees and bumblebees) and mite populations.

Do not let the 
spray mixture stand overnight in the spray tank. Flush the spray equipment thoroughly follow-
ing each use and apply the rinsate to a previously treated area.
Devenir Alone: Add 1/2 of the required amount of water to the mix tank. With the agitator 
running, add Devenir to the tank. Continue agitation while adding the remainder of the water.
